If the Coniractor does not respond within thirty calendar days to this notice, or
doas not provide sufficient information concerning the steps which are being taken to correct the problem, the Attorney General may terminate the contract and require the return of alf
funds which are found to have been spent in violation of this agreement.
The parties agree to meet and coafer in geod faith to resolve disputes before commencing formal proceedings of any nature,

The Attorney Ganeral may reduce or discontinue funding to the Contractor in subsequent fiscal years, at the Attorney General's discretion, for the Contractor's failure to complete and

submit, on or before August 11, 2017, the report that is required pursuant to A,R.S, § 41-191,08(F) or for other reasons such as available funding,
E. EBvery payment obligation of the Attorney General under this Agresmont is cenditioned upon the availability of funds appropriated or allocated for the payment of such obligation, If
\ funds are not all 1 and available for ths conti of this Agreement, this Agreement may be terminated by the Aitorney Geners] at the end of the period for which funds are -
: available. No linbility shall acorus to the Attorney General in the cvent this provision is exercised, and the Attcraey General shall not be obligated or liable for any future payments or :
for any damages as a resuft of termination under this paragraph.
